National Championship game and other events)

Synthetic Grass

Additional 1,800 seats on the home side
Paved parking home side

New entrances on both home and visitor side
New fencing

New press box

Wider sidewalks to concession stand
Additional restrooms for the concession stand




Benefits of Synthetic Grass

Safer surface during rain — these fields drain better and reduce
potential injuries due to footing (grass fields get muddy and slippery)

Over-all, synthetic turf is proving to reduce common injuries like ACL
knee injuries. (from Synthetic Turf Counsel)

Eco friendly, as there is no pesticides or fertilizers used. Eliminates
an average of 30,000 gallons of annual watering.

Eliminates the requirement of 6 school staff members spending 20
hours per week to stripe the field during football season.

It can be used all weather and year round.

Increases revenues by allowing the surface to be used for more
events all year.

Allows soccer, band, and other groups to use the field year round
without any harm. Currently, no activities are allowed on the field
during football season due to wear and tear.

Used to create additional revenue for the City of
Dyersburg.

Cost of Stadium Improvements
and How Team Dyersburg will Pay for It

Total cost not to exceed 2.2 million dollars (Forcum Lannom
Study)

Estimated net income for 2 major events is $150,000 (1
Christian youth concert with a top 10 band and 1 NAIA pre-season bowl game)

20 year municipal bond, the annual payment would be
approximately $135,000.

When Dyersburg wins the NAIA National Championship
BID, then net revenues will exceed $200,000.
